Story 3:

When Vishwas, Raju’s father died, the first thing Raju did was, he wiped father’s name off from the door of the shack and put his name there. Shobha, his mother, looked at this while sitting dejectedly next to the wall. She did not wish to talk to anyone. She was thinking if she was feeling any sadness for the death of her husband or she was feeling a sense of being liberated off the harsh burden of their relationship. 
Throughout the married life Vishwas had both physically and mentally tortured her. She says, “He only gave her two sons and this HIV infection.” For past eight years Vishwas was sick. He had tuberculosis eight years ago, so was taken to a hospital, where he was told that he was infected with HIV. However he did not tell Shobha anything about it. He had not even bothered to get Shobha's test done. Every time the doctor used to ask him about her test and he used to avoid the issue.  After some days he got his elder son Sanjay along with him to the Doctor. The doctor asked to get his test done. It was reactive. The child did not understand any thing then but Vishwas cried the whole night. He just assumed that when the elder son was infected the younger one also must be infected. Still he did not think of taking Shobha to the doctor. When he took the other child, Raju to the doctor next day the doctor told him that Raju is not infected. But as Sanjay is infected, Shobha must also be infected. Raj narrated the whole incident without understanding the meaning.  Thus she came to know about it.
The whole period after that was extremely hard for Shobha. Vishwas was the only breadwinner in the family but used to give only a very small amount for household expenses. When he started his treatment that amount got reduced even further. 

Sanjay is registered in the free ART center at district hospital. At present he is fine. Since Vishwas had pampered him a lot, he has become a bit difficult child to deal with. He has developed a grudge against Shobha that she gave him HIV infection but not to Raju. Vishwas might have suggested this malicious idea to him. Sanjay is supposed to go to the ART centre regularly but he hardly does that.  Once, a counselor at the ART center scolded him for his noncompliance. He stopped going there and discontinued medicines. 
Raju was comparatively easier to handle but he also has started behaving differently. He thinks he will have to look after Shobha and Sanjay when they would fall ill.  He feels pressurized.  He has recently started drinking alcohol. On a few occasions he came home drunk and beaten up Shobha. All the same, he still seems to realize that his father had ill-treated her and that becomes apparent from what he talks.
